Pre-Course Requirements
Part of the course is buying a domain name and hosting package. Don't worry if you have one already have a domain as this can be diverted to your new website. You may find it easier to buy the domain at the start of the course so you will require a credit card. The basic hosting package we will be using cost £25 per year for two years and includes a .co.uk domain name. 

Building a website over two days is only possible if a lot of the website content is prepared ahead of the course starting. This means we can concentrate on the web site design and layout over the two days. Don't worry about the text being word perfect as you will be able to edit it later. 

You will also need any photographs or logos you intend to use on the website. These are best saved in the jpg format - which is the same format used by digital cameras. Don't worry if you only have photographs as we can copy these on the day. Any images will probably need resizing for web use and this will be covered on the course. 

Before you attend you will need to have completed this checklist: 
Create a new folder called My Website Files to save all your images and Word or text documents in. You can use a separate word document for each page or write all the text on one page if you prefer.
